In fact these lies are so powerful
the beings must lay the veil over themselves and the answers, and this only in the night of reason. Embedded here, in padding as soft as
feather, they stammer a few signs of the truth. You never knew it and probably never will, but though one will be the last, the group will
nevertheless remain. In its omnipresent, absence it has fused into a singularity. Only if you join this entity will you ever be able to speak
freely again without them. For, in this experiment, whether you appoint an attorney or not, they are you. Their pictures reveal the ground
reality crossing between the night of reason and the intellect of the day. It will be somewhere out there you've gone.
